[bookmark: _GoBack]Children continue to calculate unknown division facts by grouping on a number line from Zero. They are now also taught the concept of remainders.

Once the children are secure with division as grouping and demonstrate this using number lines, arrays etc., short division for larger 2-digit numbers should be introduced. Initially, carefully select examples requiring no calculating of remainders (each digit must be a multiple of the divisor)

Once the children demonstrate a full understanding of remainders, and also the short division method taught, they can be taught how to use the method when remainders occur within the calculation (e.g. 72 ÷ 4 = 18).  
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
